Peace—Makers Ceattitudes

 Peacemakers...
o Pay Attention to What They SAY

« “A gentle answer turns away wrath, But a harsh word stirs
. up anger.” Prov 15:1

o Attack the PROBLEM not the Person

 You can’t focus on fixing the problem if you’re focused
on
blaming at the same time. It’s impossible.
“Let all bitterness, wrath, anger, clamor, and evil speaking
be put away from you, with all malice. And be kind to one
another, tenderhearted, forgiving one another, just as God
in Christ forgave you.” Eph 4:31-32 (NKJV)




Peace—Makers Ceattitudes

o COOPERATE as Much as Possible

« Romans 12:18 (HCSB) “If possible, on your part, live at
peace with everyone.”
* “on your part”. Some people are hard to get along with.

o Emphasize RELATIONSHIPS Above Resolution

« We don’t always agree —but we can agreeably disagree.

 We may not see eye to eye / still walk hand in hand.
