•Unconditional, Regardless of a 
         Lack of Repentance

Reconciliation
• Requires at Least 2 People

• Reciprocal... Two-ways

• Effort to Rejoin the Offender

• Conditional Based On…
      …Repentance and 
                  Change of Behavior
